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	Abstract

The research questions of this research were 1) what kinds of gestures that 
used by the students in speaking class?, 2) what were the functions ofsuch kinds of gestures used by the students in speaking class ?, 3) what were the students’ perception toward using gestures when speaking?. The objective of the research was to find out several kinds of gestures used by the students when speaking, find out function of gestures used by the students, and to find out the students’ perception toward using gesture when speaking. The design of this research was descriptive qualitative method. The instruments that were used in this research were questionnaire, observation and interview guideline. Participants of this research were 10 students in Intermediate class at Mahadikarya Courses.  The researcher found that there were 12 kinds of gesture used by the students when speaking. The function of gesture used by the students was also various It was as a symbol money, to visualize the number and enhace verbal message, to show emphasis what’s being said, to indicate self, to help conveyed the words, to help express idea, show felt ashamed, show the person forget, show a message “ok”, show disagreement, show a positive message, Show the person is politely. And the students perception toward used gesture when speak also varied. Most said that gesture to make the speakers more self-confidence, comfortable, and relax convey idea.
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Introduction
In learning English there are four skills which are listening, speaking reading, and writing. Speaking is the most difficult skill for Indonesian students because English is a foreign language. To support this Abdillah in Hidayat (2013) stated that that speaking becomes very difficult for most Indonesian students because it is not a daily utterance in our interactions. Sometimes when people get difficulties communicating in English we use gestures to help deliver what we want to say. 

Generally, a gesture is a body movement that is used to communicate ideas, intentions, feelings. A gesture is a movement by hand, head, or face to show a certain meaning, something that is done or said to show a certain feeling or intention. Navarro (2015) states that gesture is complementary elements that can draw attention, words, thoughts, and aspirations to unity and bring others into circle and group. While, Mcneil (2014), a gesture is a motion that embodies a meaning relatable to the accompanying speech. Based on the previous definition of gesture, the researcher concludes that gesture is a body movement that is used to help express ideas, feelings or convey information.

Meadow and Alibali (2014) stated that gesture can play a role in communication and thought about many times spends. It is found that the gesture that speakers of English language or other languages produce when they talk is integral to communicate and is important in some ways. First, gesture reflects speakers’ thoughts often they are unspoken and thus can serve as a window onto cognition. Encouraging speakers to gesture can thus provide another route for teachers, clinicians, interviewers, etc., to better understand their communication partners. Second, gesture can change speakers’ thoughts. Second, gesture can change speakers’ thoughts. Encouraging gesture thus has the potential to change how students, patients, witnesses, ets., think about a problem and, as a result, alter the course of learning, therapy, or an interchange. Besides, gesture provides building blocks that can be used to construct a language.

There were some research findings related to the gesture which can be described as follows. First was by Yeo, et al (2017) the findings highlight that it is not simply the case that more instructional gestures are better. Some gestures may be unhelpful, and some may even be detrimental. In this study, less gesture specifically, less gesture to the equations was better for student learning. However, the research findings suggest that teachers should use gestures in ways that highlight important features of visuospatial representations, and in ways that enrich and add to the information they express in speech. Then, Glenberg, Romanowicz (2017) the research finding assessed which variables predicted learning gains in a 1-h lesson. The three manipulated variables were: (1) level of an embodiment; (2) level of active generativity; and (3) presence of story narrative. Besides, two types of tests were administered: (1) a traditional text-based physics test answered with a keyboard; and (2) a more gesture-based test using the Wacom large tablet. Results demonstrated that the three groups that included embodiment (both low and high) learned significantly more than the symbols and text group on the traditional keyboard post-test. The next Research by Song (2016) the research finding comes to the concludes that one way through which two co-teachers signal the completion of instruction-giving and elicit students’ response to the instruction (i.e., compliance). It will be shown that co-teachers’ simultaneous gesturing, with or without accompanying verbal instruction, adds clarity to the instruction as something to be responded to immediately. In other words, when co-teachers produce the same gesture simultaneously, students tend to take it as a signal to carry out the instructed action

Furthermore, Kelly, Bailey, and Hirata (2017) The research generate a finding that metaphoric gestures help with some—but not all—novel speech sounds in an FL, suggesting that gesture and speech are phonemically integrated to differing extents depending on the nature of the gesture and/or speech sound. Another research on gestures as conducted by Carerera, et al (2014) The research generates a finding that the most common factor affecting the gesture not to be recognized in fingerspelling is caused by the hand shape. On the other hand, hand orientation is the main cause of why hand gestures of the users are being misclassified by the system. Another reason why the gesture is unable to recognized by the system is due to the way a person delivers a certain gesture and also other users must first train and save their templates in the database before using the system for better recognition.

Besides, the above research findings which were conducted by international researchers, the following is presented to other research findings by the domestic researcher. Harmawati (2017) The research finding comes to the concludes that the instructional language used by the teacher in giving explanations varied depending on the situation. The teacher used English but she needed to mix and switch the language into Indonesian particularly to the students with average ability. On other occasions, the teacher even needed to repeat it. Also, Masita, Irawan and Sisworo (2016) the research highlight that the gesture of pointing and gesture representational which were used by the students when solving problems in groups appropriate to the characteristics of the understanding level that is owned by the students.

Based on the information above in which each research elicits the result of each research based on their focus. However, one thing that was considered to be important in the field of research about gestures in which not conducted by the researcher above was analyzed the kinds and the function of the students’ gestures and also the students’ perception toward using gestures when speaking.

The researcher did a preliminary observation at the students’ in the intermediate level of Mahadikarya Courses at January 5th, 2019, and the students at the intermediate level are combined from the students of junior and senior high school that consist of 10 students. However, when the preliminary observationwas done by the researcher they were only nine students attended the class. When the observation was taking place the researcher used a camera to record the students' activity during speaking class with the subject practicing dialogue on the topic of stating an opinion. In this observation, many students used gestures whenspeaking English to help them convey what they wanted to say and helped their interlocutors to understand the meaning of their words. Such as pointing in the air, raise the hand, shaking the hand, rubbing the nose, many more.

As shown in the video, in the classroom there were nine students, two teachers. The students consisted of two males and seven females, the teachers consisted of men and women. The students were asked to act out dialogues inpairs as their practice in speaking class, there five pairs who were practicing dialogues simultaneously with the same topic of conversation, each student has his/her dialogue script. When the conversation between the students in their pairs was running Its notice that there a student speaking while rubbing his nose. This gesture indicated that he felt nervous, this was because the student felt himself to be observed by recording taker and beside him, there were two other female students. This condition was considered to be unfamiliar to the student to talk under surveillance that makes him nervous. It is indicated that gesture often appears when someone speaks and helps someone express an idea or feeling.

Having known the gesture was an integral part of communication, the researcher decided to conduct a research entitled ”An Analysis of the Students’ Gestures in Speaking Class at Mahadikarya Courses”. This was intentionally done to identify the kinds of gestures used by the students to reflect their thought, to find the reason why they produce the gesture, and to find the suitable instruction in teaching English.

Literature Review

Previous Research
Previous research was highlighted and used as references to support this research. The previous researches were compared to this research to spot any similarities as well as differences among them. There were some previous researches reviewed as follows:

The first previous research was done by Song (2016) ”Co- teachers’Coordinated Gestures as Resources for Giving Instruction in the EFL Classroom”. The research result that one way through which two co-teachers signal the completion of instruction-giving and elicit students’ response to the instruction (i.e., compliance).

The similarity between Song’s research and this research could be found in the aspect of purposes which they both discussed the gesture. Meanwhile, the difference was found in Song’s research and this research was in terms of the subject of the research, where the Song’s research was discussed about a teacher’s instruction-giving and students’ response production, while this research was discussed about gestures used by the students when speak.

Basic Concept of Speaking
Arung and Jumardin (2016) stated that speaking is important to be learned because speaking is the way to communicate with other people to deliver opinions and express ideas. Harmer (2007) states speaking is the ability to speak fluently and presupposes not only knowledge of language features, but also the ability to process information and language on the spot. A good conversation will occur if people have the ability in using good language or good speaking, thus people can add to their understanding towards each other, they encouraged to express their ideas or opinions by their language.

The Nature of Gesture

Gestures is the body movement to show verbal messages in varieties meaning to others. This is a form of language which people often use it when communicating or speaking, people spontaneously produce gestures during speaking and thinking. To find out more about gestures, there are various versions given by different people. Some of which are very simple while the others are more specific. Mcneil (2014), gesture is a motion that embodies a meaning relatable to the accompanying speech. Gullburg in Ozuorcun (2013) defined that gestures reflect and interact with cultural, linguistic, cognitive, and more general aspects of communication, showing systematic variation across a range of measures in each of these domains. Thus, gesture is a movement that reflects and interacts with more general aspects of culture, language, cognitive, and communication that embody the meaning associated with the accompanying speech.

A gesture is a specific bodily movement that reinforces a verbal message or conveys a particular thought or emotion. Although gestures may be made with the head, shoulders, or even the legs and feet, most are made with the hands and arms (Toastmasters International, 2011). Likewise, according to Hismanoglu (2008) stated that Gestures is movement of the head, hands, arms, and legs can be employed to convey specific messages. it means that gesture is communication properties to convey specific messages. To prove this, Birdwhistell (1987) stated that gesture represents 65% of meaning conveyed.

Another expert, Navarro (2015) said that nonverbal communication (gestures) is complementary elements that can draw attention, words, thoughts, and aspirations to unity and bring others into circle and group. Therefore, the researcher shows the statements that are relevant to current thinking in the field.

When people speak, people send two kinds of messages to listeners. While the voice transmits a verbal message, a vast amount of information is being visually conveyed by the appearance manner, and physical behavior (Toastmasters International, 2011).

Moreover, gesture is a movement of body utilized to communicate ideas, intention, and feeling. These actions are performed primarily by using arms and hands; however, the face and head are also used in gesturing ( Damnet in Farlianti, Roslina, Syam, 2017). When we communicate with others, we communicate more than words. Even though we may not realize it when we talk to other people and send messages to people around us, we make ourselves understood not only by words but also by gesture. As support, Allan and Pease (2018) stated that gesture reveals emotions/feelings and thoughts, each gesture can be a valuable key to an emotion a person may be feeling at the time. Example, the person who is feeling fearful or defensive might fold their arms or cross their legs or both. To know the meaning of gesture used by people, it should be knowing the context or situation of the conversation at the time of speaking. As Allan and Pease (2004) proposed that the key reading/knowing body language or gesture is being able to understand a person’s emotional condition while listening to what they are saying and noting the circumstances under which they are saying it.

From the previous definitions of gestures, the researcher deduces that Gestures are a kind of verbal language used by people while communicating intentionally or unintentionally when communicating by using body movement to express what they are feeling or thinking.

Methodology

Research Design

Kothari (2004), the research design is the conceptual structure of the collection, measurement, and analysis of data. In other words, the research design is the set of methods and procedures used in collecting and analyzing the data of the research. In this research, the researcher used a descriptive qualitative method. By using this method, the researcher presented a rich descriptive analysis of the main topic of this research. Sugiyono (2015) stated that qualitative research is descriptive; the collected data are in the form of words instead of numbers as quantitative does. In addition, qualitative research tends to analyze data inductively. The researcher’s reason to choose this type of research method because this method can be considered to appropriately and accurately describe the phenomenon of gestures that were used by students when interacting in speaking class.

Participants/Respondents/Population and Sample
Populasi dari penelitian ini adalah siswa SMP Neg. 29 Rumbia Kab. Bombana sedangkan sampel yang digunakan adalah siswa kelax VII SMP Neg. 29 Rumbia, sebanyak 26 orang yang terdiri dari 11 laki-laki dan 15 perempuan.The researcher conducted the research at Mahadikarya Courses. It is locatedon Jl. Pemuda, Kecamatan Kolaka, Kabupaten Kolaka. In this courses, there are four levels; Beginner level, Elementary level, Pre-intermediate level, and Intermediate level. There were 60 students in this course. There were 15 students at the Beginner 18 level, 25 students at the Elementary level, 10 students in Pre-intermediate level and 10 students at the Intermediate level.

The researcher chose Mahadikarya Courses for these courses was one of the famous courses and as one of the qualified courses that exist in Kolaka regency. It was proved when the students of Mahadikarya Course became the third champion in a speech competition in Makassar in 2018. Based the phenomenon which was found by the researcher in the preliminary observation at the students of the Intermediate level of Mahadikarya Courses, it was found out that many students used various kinds of gesture when speaking, they used gesture by pointing in the air, rubbing the nose, shaking the hand and many more. It showed that the students of Mahadikarya Courses especially Intermediate level always used gestures when speaking in English. Therefore, the researcher was interested in conducting research at the Intermediate level of Mahadikarya Courses to investigate the kinds and the function of gestures used by the students.

Technique of Data Collection

Metode Observasi, Metode observasi ini dipilih karena dalam penelitian ini dilakukan pengamatan secara langsung tentang aktivitas siswa dalam proses pembelajaran PKn dalam pencarian data dan sekaligus sebagai pemberian penilaian proses dan performent belajar siswa. Pada observasi ini untuk memperoleh data tentang peningkatan pemahaman hasil belajar siswa selama proses pembelajaran adalah pedoman observasi, tindakan pertama dan tindakan kedua.

Metode Non Test (performent), Dalam penelitian ini, penilaian non test dengan menggunakan jenis penilaian performent berdiskusi hakekat HAM, Hukum Dan Kelembagaan HAM, dengan mengunakan pengukuran ranah afektif, kognitif dan pshikomotor, serta performent setelah proses pembelajaran selesai. Perihal ini untuk memperoleh data tentang peningkatan pemahaman belajar adalah lembar penilaian, baik pada tindakan pertama maupun tindakan kedua.
Instruments

There some instruments that were used to collect relevant data. As mostly in qualitative research, the more instruments the researcher used,as like as questionnaire and interview.

Technique of Data Analysis

Data analysis is the way used to analyze collected data. After the data were collected, the researcher analyzed them to get information about the phenomena of mixing gestures into oral language. Ary, Jacob, and Sorensen (2010), some stages of activity that can be done in qualitative analysis, such as; familiari. When the data was collected and transcribed, then the researcher comprehended the data through reading and rereading notes and transcripts, viewing and reviewing video observation. After that, the researcher organized the data by putting them according to the source of data for easy retrieval.  

Coding is about labeling the data. The goal of qualitative coding is to break apart the data and rearrange them into categories that facilitate comparisons within and between and to develop the theoretical concept. Codes can represent information that the researcher expects to find, information that the researcher does not expect to find, and interesting or unusual information. In this step, the researcher classified the problems found based on the grand theory of this research. The researcher coded the problems found according to the problems’ classification in the previous chapter. Miles and Huberman (1994), the activities that the researcher conducts in this data reduction are selecting, transforming, and restudying the transcription or field notes during the process of observation and interview.

Interpretation is about bringing out the meaning, telling the story, providing an explanation, and developing plausible explanations. In interpreting qualitative data, the researcher confirmed what the researcher already knew was supported by the data. While representation involved how the data were presented

Findings and Discussion

Result
From the questionnaire which had been distributed to all students, the researcher got the data about the use of the students’ gestures when speaking.

Discussion

Based on the researcher’s finding, the researcher discussed by interpretation and related the theorist regarding the findings of the kinds of gesture used by the student during teaching and learning processed, the function of such kinds of gesture used by the students, and it also discusses the students’ perception toward using gesture when speaking.

This point discussed the research finding as well as answered the first and second of the research problem, they were first, the kinds of gestures used by the students, and the second was the function of such kinds of gesture used by the students.

Based on the research findings above, the researcher found that there were students acted out descriptive gesture, first was a gesture by thumb and finger rub. The student did this gesture at the moment He said “Do you have much money?”, he did conversation with his friend suddenly he used gesture by rubbing the thumb against the index finger or fingertips. He used the gesture as symbol money. The research finding above is suitable with the theory from Allan and Pease (2018), claim that rubbing the thumb against the index finger is commonly used as a money expectancy gesture. As support from the questionnaire’s result that gesture makes clear what the person said.

The second was a gesture by hand, the student used descriptive gesture by hand to illustrate number. Descriptive gesture clarify or enhance a verbal message (Toastmaster International,2015). At the moment that She did it to visualize the number and enhance her verbal message. The questionnaire’s result was found that gesture enhance listeners attentiveness and gesture clarify and support words when speaking.

Based on the research findings above, the researcher found that there were students acted out emphatic gesture, first was a gesture by pointing a finger. The student did the gesture at the moment the teacher asked her to conducted a conversation with her friend. Then, she asked the teacher “Me and with him?”. Questionnaire’s result was found that and the students used gesture when will ask a question. From the context, the researcher figured out that she did the gesture to emphasis what’s being said. According to Allison(2011), pointing in the air is generally used to add emphasis to a person feeling in authority or power. As support from the questionnaire that gesture clarifies and support words when speaking.

Second, gesture by me, This gesture showed from the questionnaire’s result, as category middle. Based on the research finding above that the student acted out the gesture when the Female student asked the teacher “eeee, saya siapa?”. She used her hand to bring on her heart and means that she wanted to indicate herself. As Farlianti, Roslina and Syam (2017) said that gesture by me has meaning to show self.

Third, gesture by palms up. The student did it when responded his friend’s talk, he said “I am sorry, I can not lend you. My money is only one hundred thousand rupiahs”. Allan and Pease (2018) state that if you want someone to talk you can use the Palm-up as a 'handover' gesture to let them know you expect them to talk and that you're ready to listen. But in this context that He acted out the gesture by palms up to helped convey his words.

Fourth, gesture by moving hand up down and left-right, the students acted out the gesture when reading the text in front of the class, her left hand holding the paper and moving her right-hand up-down and left-right while reading the text. Hidayat (2013) states that moving hands up-down or left-right while speaking could effectively make a speaker’s memory going relax and easy. While, Farlianti, Roslina, and Syam (2017) state that gesture by hanging arms up-down and left-right show nervousness. But the student seemed to be trying to express the text she was reading. it means that the function of the gesture to help express an idea.

Furthermore, gesture by close mouth, based on research finding that she did this gesture when the teacher repeated her words then, other students laughed. It means that she felt ashamed for the person laughed to her. According to Farlianti, Roslina and Syam (2017) gesture by chuckled while close mouth by hand shows the person’s shy nature.

In addition, gesture by hand touch forehead. The questionnaire’s result showed that gesture by hand on forehead as category middle. the student did the gesture when she said “Oh past kah ? “. She forgot the material. Farlianti, Roslina, and Syam (2017) on their research state that Gesture by hand on forehead shows the persons’ forgetfulness.

Based on the research findings above, the researcher found that there were students acted out suggestive gesture, they were, first was a gesture by thumb up, the questionnaire’s result showed that gesture by thumb up as category middle. Allan and Pease (2018) stated that in places that have strong British influence, such as Australia, the USA, South Africa, Singapore, and New Zealand, the Thumb Up gesture has three meanings: it's commonly used by hitch-hikers who are thumbing a lift; it is an OK signal; and when the thumb is jerked sharply upwards it becomes an insult, meaning 'up yours' or 'sit on this'. Based on the research finding that the female student sends a message “Ok” . To support, Allan and Pease (2018) said that thumb up gesture can mean 'Good', 'One', 'Up yours' or 'Sit on this' depending on where you live or the situation.

The Second was a gesture by moving hand. She did this gesture when said, “ no, no, no”. She did not agree with her friend's words. To support, Farlianti, Roslina, and Syam (2017) state that moving hand show disagreement.

In addition, gesture by ring. She did it when responding to her friend’s talked and it was showed a positive message. For she smiled while did the gesture. As support, Ratna (2014) in her research said that, In Japanese society, to state positive something is done by making a circle with index fingers and thumbs that are considered similar to the letter 'O' 'which is the initial letter of the word' 'OK' 'as a positive signification of something.

Based on the research findings above, the researcher found that there was a student acted out prompting gesture. It was a gesture by raised hand. The student did it when the teacher gave question. Then, she raised hand before answer. The function of the gesture showed from the context that the student showed politely. To support this, Farlianti, Roslina, and Syam (2017) stated that gesture by raised hand to clarify and to show courtesy and good attitude.

Based on the explanation above, the researcher concludes that half of all human communication takes place nonverbally, human are always using gesture in communication both of consciously and unconsciously, and gesture is very helpful to convey verbal messages. According to Meadow and Alibali (2014) gesture is a robust part of human communication and can be harnessed in a variety of ways.

Conclusion

Based on the finding and discussion mentioned earlier, the researcher figured out some kinds of gestures used by the students when speaking, the function of gestures used by the students and the students' perception toward used gestures. It can be concluded as follows:

The first, the students used various gesture when speaking, the students used twelve kinds gestures to respond teacher’s and other students’ talk, the gestures were such thumb and finger rub, gesture by hand, pointing finger, gesture by me, palms up, moving hand up-down and left-right, close mouth, hand touch forehead, thumb up, moving hand, gesture by ring and gesture by raised hand.

The second, the function of gestures used by the students was also various. It was as a symbol money, to visualize the number and enhance verbal message, to show emphasis what’s being said, to indicate self, to help convey the words, to help express idea, Show felt ashamed, Show the person forget, show a message “Ok”, show disagreement, show a positive message, Show the person is politely.  The third, the students' perception toward used gestures when speaking also varied. To be more specific. Most said that gesture to make the speakers more self- confidence, comfortable, and relax convey an idea.
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
